2. INTRODUCTION

Aluminium body and high grade alloy steel jaws, with double handle bearings, provide effortless functionality.
Suitable for aluminium, steel and stainless steel rivets.

Includes Chrome Molybdenum special profile nozzle for structural rivets up to 6.4mm.
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3. OPERATION

31 Choose the correct nosepiece for the size of rivet (the nominal diameter of the rivet is that of the head, not the stem).

3.2 Screw the nosepiece into the head of the riveter, tighten with wrench.

3.3 With the riveter handles open, fully insert the rivet stem into the nosepiece.

34 Place rivet in hole in the workpiece and squeeze the riveter handles closed to deform the rivet.

3.5 If the rivet stem does not shear, open the handles and close together again.

3.6 When the stem shears, open the handles. The stem from the riveter will drop into the container. When the container is 2/3 full
remove it and empty the used stems.

4. MAINTENANCE

4.1 Keep all pivots oiled lightly.
4.2 The jaw case assembly (see fig.2) should be disassembled, cleaned and oiled at regular intervals, depending on the frequency of
use. The need for cleaning/jaw replacement will be indicated by the riveter failing to grip the rivet shaft.
