2.	 INTRODUCTION
AP36MWS:
Heavy-duty mobile workstation with 7 drawers and cupboard. Drawers run on 45mm ball bearing slides with a weight capacity of 40kg per 
drawer. All drawers fitted with aluminium handles and 2.5mm EVA non-slip liners. Cupboard and drawers lock separately for safe storage. All 
panels made of perforated steel for hook storage. Supplied with two shelves to be mounted as required. Top of workstation lined with 10mm 
EVA mat. Four alloy style 5” castors, two fixed and two swivel with quick release brake. Steel handle at either end for easy mobility.

AP45MWS:
Heavy-duty mobile workstation with 10 drawers. Drawers run on 45mm ball bearing slides with a weight capacity of 40kg per drawer. All 
drawers fitted with aluminium handles and 2.5mm EVA non-slip liners. Two sets of drawers lock separately for safe storage. All panels made 
of perforated steel for hook storage. Supplied with two shelves to be mounted as required. Top of workstation lined with 10mm EVA mat. Four 
alloy style 5” castors, two fixed and two swivel with quick release brake. Steel handle at either end for easy mobility.

	 the ends of the screws by using part 5.
4.2.	 		 Slot the hooks into place using the perforations on the workstation as 	

	 shown in fig.1.

5.1.	 		 When moving the rollcab, ensure that the drawers are closed and locked to prevent accidental opening. Release the brakes as 		
	 shown in fig.5 and move the rollcab using the handles to maintain full control. When the rollcab has been moved to the required 		
	 location, lock the brakes (fig.5).

	� 		 WARNING! DO NOT move across slopes of more than 5° as the rollcab may tilt over (fig.4).
