4.2.	 		 Connect the blower tubes to the main unit, and secure with the screw provided.
4.3.	 		 Insert the battery.
4.4.	 		 Switch on using switch on handle.
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5.	 Maintenance

5.1.	 		 Keep all nuts, bolts and screws tight to be sure that the machine is in safe working condition.
5.2.	 		 Examine the machine and replace worn or damaged parts for safety. Ensure replacement parts fitted are genuine.
5.3.	 		 Before any work on the garden product itself (e.g. Maintenance, tool change, etc.) as well as during transport and storage, remove
