2.	 introduction
Electric convector heater with three heat settings of 750/1250/2000W for gradual control of heating elements. Rotary controlled room thermostat 
maintains ambient temperature at pre-set level. Can be used free standing or wall mounted. Slimline sturdy construction and high quality finish 
makes this unit suitable for home, light industrial and office environments. Supplied with 13Amp non-rewirable ASTA approved plug and wall 
mounting kit.

4.	 assembly

4.1.	 		 The heater can be free standing on the feet provided or can be wall mounted using the wall 
		  mounting 	brackets .
4.2.	 		 Mounting the feet. (fig.1.) 
4.2.1.			 Turn the heater upside down and support it securely. Screw feet on to underside as shown in fig.1. 
4.2.2.			 Fasten each foot down with the self tapping screws provided.
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NOTE: It is our policy to continually improve products and as such we reserve the right to alter data, specifications and component parts without prior notice.
IMPORTANT: No liability is accepted for incorrect use of this product.
WARRANTY: Guarantee is 12 months from purchase date, proof of which will be required for any claim.
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4.3.	 		 Wall mounting the heater. The wall mounting kit consists of four wall mounting brackets as shown in fig.6. (two left hand and two right 	
	 hand) and four 35mm fixing screws with wall plugs.

4.3.1.	 	 Locate the heater close to a mains supply socket.  
4.3.2.			 Sort the wall mounting brackets into two pairs having a right hand and a left hand bracket in each pair. Take one pair of brackets and 	

	 mount them to the underside of the heater using self tapping screws as shown in fig.2 and fig.3. Each bracket should be fixed in the
	 pre-drilled holes provided.
4.3.3.			 Take the other pair of brackets and fix them to the wall with the wall plugs provided as shown in fig.6. The hanging slots should be facing 	

	 upwards and the two brackets should be facing towards each other 420mm apart as shown in fig.4. The fixings should be at least 800mm 	
	 above the floor to give a minimum clearance of 100mm between the bottom of the heater and the floor as shown in fig.5. When the heater 	
	 is wall mounted the feet are not required.

4.3.4.			 Present the heater to the wall so that the wall mounting brackets enter the two slots in the back of the heater. Push the heater onto the 	
	 brackets and allow it to drop into the hanging slots equally on both sides.

4.3.5.			 The two lower mounting brackets should now be resting squarely on the wall. If not, rotate them slightly on their screws until the mounting 	
	 surface is flat against the wall. Mark the mounting positions on the wall through the mounting holes. 

4.3.6.			 Remove the heater from the upper brackets and drill and plug the wall in the positions marked. 
4.3.7.			 Re-hang the heater on the upper brackets. Fix the 	lower brackets to the wall with the screws provided.
4.3.8.			 To eliminate excess cable lying on the floor it may be necessary to shorten the cable to one short loop. Remove the plug. Shorten the 	

	 cable and rewire the plug as shown in section 1.1.4.

5.	 operation
	  	 (See fig.7)
5.1.	 		 Place the heater in a suitable position in the area you require to heat.
5.2.	 		 Allow a minimum of 500mm between the heater and adjacent objects such as furniture etc.
5.3.	 		 Plug the heater into the mains supply.
5.4.	 		 Turn the thermostat knob (fig.7.C) to a high setting.
5.5.	 		 Selecting the heat output.  
		  Choose the required heat output by selecting the appropriate switch which will light up when pressed. 
		  Low setting        	 (750W)		  Select switch ‘A’	
		  Medium setting    	 (1250W)     	 Select switch ‘B’
		  High setting         	 (2000W)      	 Select both switches.
5.6.	 		 Using the thermostat. (fig.7.C)
		  Once the required room temperature has been achieved, turn the thermostat down slowly in the direction of the min. setting until the 	
		  heat output switch lights (mounted on the switches themselves) go out. The heater will then keep the surrounding air at the set 		
		  temperature by switching on and off at intervals. You may reset the thermostat at any time.
5.7.	  	 To switch the unit off, turn the heat selecting switches off and unplug from the mains. Allow the unit to cool before handling or storage.

�� 		 WARNING! DO NOT touch the top of the heater when in use as it becomes hot.
5.8.	 		 Safety cut out feature. 
	 The heater is fitted with a thermostatic safety cut out which will turn the heater off automatically should the airflow become blocked or if 	
	 the heater has a technical malfunction. Should this happen, switch the heater off and unplug it from the mains power supply.

�� 		 WARNING! In such a case the heater will be very hot.  
88 		 Do not connect the heater to the power supply again until the reason the safety cut out activated has been identified. Allow the heater to 	

	 cool completely before handling and then check the air inlet and outlet for obstructions before attempting to switch the unit back on. 
	 If the cause is not obvious return the heater to your local Sealey stockist for servicing.
