4.2.	 		M ount the other tray (2) to the lower hole in the end frames (3) and loosely fix with four M6 x 32mm bolts (1).
4.3.	 		T ighten all bolts (1).
4.4.	 		T urn the trolley over, install castors (4 & 5) into the bottom of the end frames and fix with the M6 x 12mm bolts (6).
4.5.	 		T urn the trolley upright. The trolley is ready to use.
