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2.1. Fit Led Light fitting into (Fig1.7) into clips (Fig1.5) attach mains cable to light assembly.

2.2. Fit upper and lower parts of light box to top and bottom of brackets using the plastic push rivets provided.(Fig1.1,2,3,4) Insert lightbox
acrylic frosted panel (Fig1.4)

2.3. Once assembled acrylic panel (Fig1.6) fits into the front of header (Fig1.1,2). Slot into the tabs that are welded into lightbox bottom.

Flex panel and insert into lightbox top (Fig1.2)
