4.2, To adjust the fan speed use the control knob on the Power Adaptor (fig.1)
4.3. Adjust the direction of the air flow by moving from side to side and tilting the fan up or down as required.
4.4. Turn the speed control switch to OFF and disconnect the fan from mains power or remove battery pack after use (fig.1).
