4.1.	 Attaching lamp to bonnet.
4.1.1.	 Place the padded hook at the end of the lamp, over one edge of the bonnet, and gently pull the lamp towards the other side of the 		
	 bonnet.
4.1.2. 	 Steady the lamp with one hand, whilst extending the hook over the other side of the bonnet.
4.1.3.	 To use the lamp, connect the red (positive) clamp to the battery first, followed by the black (negative) clamp, then turn on using the 		
	 switch at the end.
4.1.4.   When finished, disconnect the black (negative) clamp first, then the red (positive) one,  and store the lamp in a safe, dry and childproof 	
	 location.
