	 You must check all electrical equipment and appliances to ensure they are safe before using. You must inspect power supply leads, 		
	 plugs and all electrical connections for wear and damage. You must ensure the risk of electric shock is minimised by the installation of 		
	 appropriate safety devices. An RCCB (Residual Current Circuit Breaker) should be incorporated in the main distribution board.

1.1.5.	Important: Ensure the voltage marked on the product is the same as the electrical power supply to be used.
1.1.6.	DO NOT pull power cable once installed.
1.1.7.	DO NOT pull power plugs from sockets by the power cable.

1.1.9	 Ensure the unit is correctly earthed and wired according to fig.2.
	 Slide the gland nut and silicon cable seal over the cable before inserting it through the cable entry gland in the base of the 		
	 rear cover. Before making the connections, slide the cable clamp over the end of the cable and clamp it in the position shown 	
	 in fig.2.
	 a)	 Connect the brown live wire to live terminal ‘L’.
	 b) 	 Connect the blue neutral wire to the neutral terminal ‘N’.
	 After wiring, check there are no bare wires, that all wires have been correctly connected and that the cable clamp is tight and 	
	 cable entry gland is crrectly fitted.

3.1.3.	This LED floodlight develops minimal heat and is not subject to the same mounting restrictions that apply to halogen lamps that become 	
	 too hot to touch. We do however recommend that the floodlight should not be placed in cramped or restrictive positions and should be 		
	 fixed at the following minimum distances between the light and any surface/object. See fig.3. 
	 ● 500mm minimum between the top of the light and any overhead surface, or objects, i.e. ceilings, overhangs. 
	 ● 200mm between sides of light and end or side walls, surface or objects. 
	 ● 2 metres minimum between the front of the light and any object to be illuminated.
3.1.4.	Fix the light to vertical surface with appropriately strong screws or bolts.
3.1.5.	Ensure the unit is connected to the electrical supply by a qualified electrician in accordance with the wiring 	
	 instructions in section 1.1.9.

3.2.	GE NERAL 
	 ● Clean the light with a dry, dust-free cloth. 
	 ● DO NOT use solvents, or abrasives to clean the light. 
	 ● Avoid touching the glass shield (as handling may reduce its serviceable life and cause the glass to crack. If 	
	    necessary clean the shield with alcohol and a soft cloth. 
 	 ● DO NOT use the light without the glass shield.
	 ● DO NOT use the light without the weather seals intact.

3.3.	 Light Source 
	T he LED light source is designed to last the lifetime of the product and is not a user servicable item. In the event of light source failure 		
	 the product should be returned to you local 	Sealey dealer for servicing.

3.1.	I NSTALLATION.     
	 p  WARNING! Ensure the unit is not connected to the mains power supply before installation.
3.1.1.	Consider the position of unit to ensure you obtain maximum benefit from the lighting, and that an appropriate electrical power source 		
	 can be provided.
3.1.2.	The light must be mounted vertically only i.e. on a wall etc. DO NOT mount horizontally i.e.ceiling or overhang, DO NOT mount so that 	
	 the face of the lamp is pointing upwards, or is facing towards the mounting surface.
