4.2.1. Press and hold the wireless activation button for a couple of seconds until wireless-on tone is heard.

4.2.2. You can connect and play music from your mobile phone, tablet or other portable audio device. Keep the button pressed to turn off.
4.3. TO ADJUST VOLUME: (FIG.2)

4.3.1. Press and hold plus (+) button to increase volume. Press and hold minus (-) button to reduce volume.
