4.3.2.			 Insert the charger jack plug into the socket on the back of the floodlight.
4.3.3.			T he RED led indicates that it is charging. When the battery is fully charged the light will turn off.
4.3.4.		 	 When the battery goes flat, charge the battery as soon as possible. Battery life will be affected if it is left discharged for a long time.

4.1.1.			 Press the On/Off button on the back to turn on. Select 50% or 100% as required.
