4.1.	 		C onnect the USB lead to the socket on the side of the lamp. Plug USB lead into a power supply and turn on. The charging LED on 	

	 the lamp will light RED to show that charging has commenced.
4.2.	 		 When the battery has fully charged the LED will turn GREEN.
4.3.	 		D irect the lens away from your eyes before switching on. 
4.4.	 		T oggle the lamp between the end light and side light using the ON/OFF switch. 
4.5.	  	T he lamp may be suspended by the hook or attached to any ferrous surface by using the magnet.
