4.4.	 		F ocus can be adjusted spotlight to wide angle by twisting head of torch.

5.1.	 		 Keep the torch clean by wiping with a damp cloth.
5.2.	  	R emove batteries if not being used for a long period of time.
5.3.	 		S tore torch and batteries in a dry childproof area.
