3.1. Select the best fit for axle from three options, tang or spigots. The spigot size can be changed utilising a cross head screwdriver.

3.2 Offer the stand spigot/tang into the rear axle fully and lean the motor cycle until the triangle base engages with the deck.
3.3. Continue to control and lean the motorcycle until the full load is supported.

4. MAINTENANCE

41 Check visually the integrity of the welds.

4.2. Retain larger spigot and M5 machine screw, if removed.

4.3. Keep the stand clean and wipe off any oil or grease.

4.4. When the stand is not in use, store it in a safe, dry, childproof location.
