4.2. Lift tab to open door. Pull up bottom lip of socket storage tray to access storage area, gently push down again to close.
Note: Easy lift struts fitted to the socket storage tray work best when the tray contains tools. Use caution when operating an empty tool
tray.
Note: top row of storage hooks must not be used for socket storage as this will prevent door from closing.
.3.  Push door firmly to close it as weatherproof seal needs to be fully compressed.
