2. INTRODUCTION

4.1. Unfold the ear defenders.

4.2. Place cups over the ears, adjust the height for optimum comfort by sliding the cups up or down whilst holding the headband in place.
4.3. Ensure the headband rests on the top of the head to support the defenders.

4.4. Make sure the cushions form a snug seal around the ears and reduce noise effectively.

5. CLEANING

5.1. Clean with warm soapy water, DO NOT use organic solvents or alcohol for cleaning.

5.2. Disinfect every 3 months according to use.

5.3. Any part of the ear defender which is in contact with the wearer, shall be disinfected with a product suitable for use on plastics,
(materials used: Polycarbonate/Polyoxymethylene headband, Acrylonitrile Butadiene Styrene/High Impact Polystyrene cup and soft
Polyvinyl Chloride leather) and not known to be harmful to the wearer.
