2.	 INTRODUCTION

3.	 ASSEMBLY

3.1.	 Choose assembly position as per the above safety guidelines.
3.2.	 Drill holes on the bottom of the plastic box.
3.3.	 Assemble clamp plates and secure with fixings.

4.	 CHANGING LOCK COMBINATION
4.1.	 Open the box using the initial password ‘0000’.
4.2.	 Position the lock in the vertical position, as shown in fig.1.
4.3.	 Turn the locking pin to the horizontal position.
4.4.	 Set the new password combination. 

IMPORTANT: make a note of your new password and keep it safe.
4.5.	 Turn the pin back to the vertical position to ‘lock-in’ the new password.
