	 Appliance Test) tested.

99 		 Ensure that the insulation on all cables and on the appliance is safe before connecting it to the power supply. 
99 		 Regularly inspect power supply cables and plugs for wear or damage and check all connections to ensure that they are secure.
99 		 Ensure that the voltage rating on the appliance suits the power supply to be used and that the plug is fitted with the correct fuse - see 	

	 fuse rating in these instructions.
88 		 DO NOT pull or carry the appliance by the power cable.

	 B) Connect the BLUE neutral wire to the neutral terminal ‘N’.

99 		 Ensure that the cable outer sheath extends inside the cable restraint and that the restraint is tight.

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1.2.	 		 Personal Precautions
99 	 Ensure there is another person within hearing range of your voice and close enough to come to your aid, should a problem arise when 	

	 working near a lead-acid battery.
99 		 Wear safety eye protection and protective clothing. Avoid touching eyes while working near battery.
99 		 Have fresh water and soap nearby in case battery acid contacts skin, clothing or eyes.
99 		 Wash immediately with soap and water if battery acid contacts skin or clothing. If acid enters eye, flush eye immediately with cool, 		

	 clean running water for at least 15 minutes and seek immediate medical attention.
99 		 Remove personal metallic items such as rings, bracelets, necklaces and watches. A lead-acid battery can produce a short-circuit 		

	 current which is high enough to weld a ring or the like to metal, which would cause severe burns.
99 		 Ensure hands, clothing (especially belts) are clear of fan blades and other moving or hot parts of engine, remove ties and contain long hair.

1.3.	 		 General Safety Instructions	
99 		 Familiarise yourself with the application and limitations of the charger as well as the potential hazards. Also refer to the vehicle 		

	 manufacturer’s hand book. IF IN ANY DOUBT CONSULT A QUALIFIED ELECTRICIAN.
99 		 Ensure the charger is in good order and condition before use. If in any doubt do not use the unit, contact your Sealey Stockist.
99 		 Use the charger in the upright position only and ensure it is placed on a stable surface which will adequately support its weight.
99 		 Ensure the charger is disconnected from the mains supply before attaching/detaching the power clamps to/from the battery.
99 		 Keep tools and other items away from the engine and ensure you can see the battery and working parts of engine clearly.
99 		 Ensure the output of the charger is the same voltage as the battery.
99 		 Ensure that during charging, the charger is placed in a location where there is sufficient ventilation to prevent the build up of explosive 	

    gases from a lead acid battery, and DO NOT cover or obstruct the charger ventilation louvres.
99 		 If battery has caps to access the battery fluid, remove the caps and check the fluid level before connecting the power clamps. If    		

	 necessary top-up the battery with distilled water by referring to the battery manufacturer’s instructions (Apply the personal 			
	 safety precautions described in part 1.2).

99 		 If the charger receives a sharp knock or blow the unit must be checked by a qualified service agent before using.
99 		 If the battery terminals are corroded or dirty clean them before attaching the power clamps.
99 		 Keep children and unauthorised persons away from the working area.
88 		 DO NOT dis-assemble the charger for any reason. The charger must only be checked by qualified service personnel.
88 		 DO NOT try to charge a non-rechargeable battery.
88 		 DO NOT try to start engine when charger is connected to battery.

4.5.1.			 Select battery voltage - 6 volts or 12 volts  - using the switch (1)
	 and obtaining the correct voltage from information supplied on
	 the battery to be charged.
4.5.2.	  	 Connect the battery to the charger following the connection
	 procedure. in 4.2
4.5.3.			 Refer to the light indicators 3,4, and 5 to see charging status.
4.5.4.			 Disconnect the battery manually once it is fully charged.

5.	 MAINTENANCE
5.1.	 		 Cleaning and user maintenance should be carried out by competent persons.
5.2.	 		 After use and before performing maintenance, unplug and disconnect the battery charger.
5.3.	 		 Use a dry cloth to wipe all battery corrosion and other dirt or oil from the battery connectors, cords, and the charger case.
5.4.	 		 Ensure that all of the charger components are in place and in good working condition, for example, the plastic boots on the battery 	

	 clips.
5.5.	 		 Servicing does not require opening the unit, as there are no serviceable parts.
5.6.	 		 All other servicing should be performed by qualified service personnel.
5.7.	 		 If the mains cable is damaged, do not use until repaired.
5.8.	 		 Store the charger unplugged, in an upright position. The cord will still conduct electricity until it is unplugged from the mains.
5.9.	 		 Store inside, in a cool, dry place.

88 		 DO NOT store the connectors clipped together, on or around metal, or clipped to cables. If the charger is moved around the shop or 	
	 transported to another location, take care to avoid/prevent damage to the cables, connectors and charger. Failure to do so could result 	
	 in personal injury or property damage.
