1.1		 ELECTRICAL SAFETY
	 	 WARNING! It is the responsibility of the owner and the operator to read, understand and comply with the following:
		  You must check all electrical products, before use, to ensure that they are safe. You must inspect power cables, plugs, sockets and 		
		  any other connectors for wear or damage. You must ensure that the risk of electric shock is minimised by the installation of 		
		  appropriate safety devices. A Residual Current Circuit Breaker (RCCB) should be incorporated in the main distribution board. We also 	
		  recommend that a Residual Current Device (RCD) is used. It is particularly important to use an RCD with portable products that are 		
		  plugged into a supply which is not protected by an RCCB. If in any doubt consult a qualified electrician. You may obtain a Residual 		
		C  urrent Device by contacting your Sealey dealer. 
		  You must also read and understand the following instructions concerning electrical safety.
1.1.1	T he Electricity at Work Act 1989 requires that all portable electrical appliances, if used on business premises, are tested by a qualified 	
	 electrician, using a Portable Appliance Tester (PAT), at least once a year.
1.1.2	T he Health & Safety at Work Act 1974 makes owners of electrical appliances responsible for the safe condition of those appliances 		
	 and the safety of the appliance operators. If in any doubt about electrical safety, contact a qualified electrician.
1.1.3	 Ensure that the insulation on all cables and on the appliance is safe before connecting it to the power supply. See 1.1.1 and 1.1.2		
	 and use a Portable Appliance Tester.
1.1.4	 Ensure that cables are always protected against short circuit and overload.
1.1.5	R egularly inspect power supply cables and plugs for wear or damage and check all 	
	 connections to ensure that none is loose.
1.1.6	 Important: Ensure that the voltage marked on the appliance matches the power supply 
	 to be used and that the plug is fitted with the correct fuse - see fuse rating at right.
1.1.7	 DO NOT pull or carry the appliance by the power cable.
1.1.8	 DO NOT pull the plug from the socket by the cable.
1.1.9	 DO NOT use worn or damaged cables, plugs or connectors. Immediately have any faulty 
	 item repaired or replaced by a qualified electrician. When a BS 1363/A UK 3 pin plug is 	
	 damaged, cut the cable just above the plug and dispose of the plug safely. 
	 Fit a new plug according to the following instructions (UK only).
	 a)	Connect the GREEN/YELLOW earth wire to the earth terminal ‘E’.
	 b)	Connect the BROWN live wire to the live terminal ‘L’.
	 c)	Connect the BLUE neutral wire to the neutral terminal ‘N’.
	 d)	After wiring, check that there are no bare wires, that all wires have been correctly connected, that the cable outer insulation extends 	
		  beyond the cable restraint and that the restraint is tight. Double insulated products, which are always marked with this symbol     , 		
		  are fitted with live (brown) and neutral (blue) wires only. To rewire, connect the wires as indicated above - DO NOT connect either 		
		  wire to the earth terminal.
1.1.10	 Products which require more than 13 amps are supplied without a plug. In this case you must contact a qualified electrician to ensure 	
	 that a suitably rated supply is available. We recommend that you discuss the installation of an industrial round pin plug and socket 		
	 with your electrician.
1.1.11	 If an extension reel is used it should be fully unwound before connection. A reel with an RCD fitted is preferred since any appliance 		
	 plugged into it will be protected. The cable core section is important and should be at least 1.5mm², but to be absolutely sure that the 	
	 capacity of the reel is suitable for this product and for others which may be used in the other output sockets, we recommend the use 		
	 of 2.5mm² section cable.

1.2	 GENERAL SAFETY
	 Disconnect the fan from the mains power when not in use, and before servicing or performing any maintenance.
	U se the fan in dry areas only. Do not use in wet or high condensation locations such as bathrooms, showers, or pools. 
	 WARNING! If fan falls into water, immediately switch off and disconnect from the mains power supply. Do not touch the fan until the mains  
	 power supply has been disconnected.
	 Always disconnect the fan from the power supply when moving it from one location to another.
	 Keep the fan clean and maintained in good condition (use an authorised service agent).
	U se recommended parts only (unauthorised parts may be dangerous, and will invalidate your warranty).
	 DO NOT insert any objects through the fan guard.
	 DO NOT cover the fan.
	 DO NOT immerse the fan in water or any other liquid.
	 DO NOT allow children to operate the fan.
	 DO NOT place the fan where it may be knocked over easily, or where the lead may cause a person to trip.
	 DO NOT use the fan outdoors.
	 DO NOT use an extension cord unless it has been approved by an electrical authority.
	 When not in use store in a safe, dry, childproof location.
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	U npack carton and assemble the fan as follows:
3.1.	U nscrew and remove the large plastic locking cap from the motor spindle of the fan (Note: left hand thread). Then unscrew and 		
	 remove the plastic locking ring (Fig.1.1) from the motor housing. 
3.2.	 Fitting the rear fan guard. 
	 Identify the rear fan guard by the location holes in the centre plate (Fig.1.2) and place the guard over the fan spindle and fit onto the 		
	 three location pins (Fig.1.3).
3.3.	S ecure the rear guard with the plastic locking ring (Fig.1.1).
3.4.	 Fitting the fan. 
	S lide the fan onto the motor spindle until it comes to rest against the pin, ensure the pin engages with the cutouts on the fan. 		
	T hread the large plastic locking cap onto the end of the motor spindle by turning it anticlockwise. Hold one of the fan blades and 		
	 tighten the cap down onto the fan.
3.5.	 Fitting the front fan guard to the rear fan guard.
	 Hook the clip on the top of the front guard (Fig.2.A) over the rear guard and fit and tighten the screw and nut at the bottom of the guards 		
	 (Fig.2.B). Slide the four other clips on the front guard down to secure the guards together.
3.6.	C heck that the guard has been assembled correctly and that the fan will turn freely before plugging into the mains.
	T he fan is now ready to use.

  	 WARNING! Ensure you read, understand and apply the safety instructions in Section 1 	
	 before using the fan.
4.1.	 Mount on a suitable wall location using the included bracket and three fixings. Plug into the 		
	 mains power supply.
4.2.	 Adjust tilt of fan as required.
4.3.	U sing the remote control, press the Speed/On button to switch the fan on.
4.4.	 Adjust the fan speed by pressing the speed button. The sequence is Low - Medium - High.
4.5.	S et the timer by pressing the timer button. The timer can be set from 30 mins to 7 hours 30 		
	 minutes. Each press increases the time by 30 minutes and is indicated by the appropriate 		
	 indicating lights. 
	N ote: more than one light may light up - add together the lit up times to reach the time set.
4.6.	T o make the fan oscillate, press the swing button. To stop the fan oscillating, press the button 	
	 again.
4.7.	 MODES: the fan has three mode settings, these are selected by pressing the Mode button to 	
	 cycle through them. The three modes are: Normal, Nature and Sleep.
	 - Normal is a constant speed.
	 - Nature is a fast / slow alternating speed.
	 - Sleep is the same as Nature initially, then after 30 mins, the strength will gradually 
	   decrease.
4.8.	 When the fan is no longer required, press the Off button and remove plug from mains socket. 	
	S tore in a safe, dry, childproof location.

IMPORTANT: Turn the fan OFF and disconnect from power supply before cleaning.
5.1.	U se only a soft, damp cloth to clean the fan. 
5.2.	 DO NOT submerse the fan in water and NEVER allow water to drip into the motor housing. 
5.3.	 DO NOT use solvents or other chemicals to clean the fan. 
5.4.	T o clean the fan blades, remove front guard - reverse of assembly sequence 3.5. above. 
5.5.	 Wipe the blades and guards clean. 
5.6.	R eassemble front guard - see assembly sequence 3.5. and 3.6. above.
5.7.	S tore the fan in its original box or otherwise cover the fan to protect it from dust. 

Features tilt and swivel head for optimum air circulation. Remote control operation and fully guarded fan blades to BS5060/IEC879 for ease of 
use and extra safety. Smooth running motor powers both fan blades and electronically operated oscillating gearbox for even air distribution. 
Timer function allows preset running time from 30 minutes to 7.5 hours. Features three modes - Normal, Nature and Sleep. Nature mode for 
alternate strong and weak intensities of circulating air. Sleep mode for gradual reduction of fan speed. Supplied with wall bracket for easy 
installation.
