2. SAFETY INSTRUCTIONS

DO NOT enter the danger zone (the area of the winch drum, the fairlead (if fitted), the pulley block (if used) the hook and the motor).

3. OPERATION

3.1. Fit the battery by sliding off the cover, fit the battery taking care to observe the polarity indicated on the circuit board and relace cover.

3.2 Remove the waterproof cover from the four pin socket on the end of the winch and fit the receiver unit. Take note of the orientation of
the key way on the receiver unit. Tighten the securing ring.

3.3. Turn on the switch on the side of the hand held control unit.
