
4.3.	Lowering - Turn release valve (fig.2D) to lower lifting frame. Keep feet 	
	 and hands away from the frame whilst it descends.
4.4.	Movement - before moving the 	
	 laden trolley ensure that the wheel 	
	 is centred on the rollers and 		
	 restrained by the safety chain 	
	 (fig.2E) and that the lifting frame is 	
	 as low as possible whilst still 		
	 allowing clearance between tyre 	
	 and floor.
4.5.	Frame width. The lifting frame 	
	 rollers can be set to these widths; 	
	 440, 496, 560, 610, 668, 724, 	
	 780mm. Each roller has to be lifted 	
	 individually by its outer end so it 	
	 hinges upwards (fig.1.1). When the 	
	 roller bracket is clear of its locking 	
	 position, slide it along its hinge pin (fig.1.2) and lower it into the 		
	 alternative locking positions.

5.	 MAINTENANCE

6.1.	Lifting frame does not reach full height - low oil level, check and fill (see 4.1.).
6.2.	Foot pump ineffective - oil level too high, check and drain (see 4.1.).

6.	 FAULT FINDING

	 Note: Numbers used refer to the parts diagram. The trolley should be 	
	 assembled by at least 2 people.
3.1. 	Place the base beam (25) onto the support beam (17) and secure with nuts 	
	 and bolts (20, 21). 
3.2.	Attach upright posts (13) to base beam, ensuring that the holes at the top 	
	 for attaching the handle (28) are rearward facing. Secure the posts with 3 	
	 bolts, nuts and washers (2, 14, 15, 20, 22), making sure the longer bolts 	
	 (15) are fitted horizontally.
3.3.	Fix the two swivel castors to the mounting plates on the underside of 	
	 the base beam using screws (24).	
3.4.	Attach the two fixed wheels at the end of the support beam using the two 	
	 large wheel pins (19) and securing with washer and split pin (2, 16).
3.5.	Next place the jack (26) onto the base beam in between the brackets and 	
	 secure with screws (12) make sure foot pedal (fig.2C) is facing rearwards.
3.6.	Slide the lifting frame (31) over the upright posts, attach the top of the 	
	 hydraulic ram to the top bracket on the lifting frame using a pin (27) washer 	
	 (6) and split pin (8). 
3.7.	Slot the support beams (3) into the front brackets on the lifting frame (31), 	
	 line up the holes in the bracket with the holes in the support beams and 	
	 slide the axle (7) through, secure at each end with washer (6) and split pin (8).
3.8.	 Attach the handle (28) to the top of the upright posts using bolts and washers.

	 WARNING! Ensure that the vehicle to be worked on is safely supported on 	
	 axle stands.
4.1.	Before first use: 1) Oil all moving parts. 2) With lifting frame (fig.2A) at 	
	 lowest point check hydraulic oil level by removing filler plug (fig.2B). Oil 	
	 should be at bottom of filler hole. Top up, or allow to drain, as necessary 	
	 and replace plug.
4.2.	Lifting - centre the trolley around the wheel, as close in as possible, and 	
	 raise the lifting frame by operating the foot pedal (fig.2C).
